1. DISTRICT OVERVIEW

South Orange County Community District encompasses 382 square miles in South Orange County
serving over 909,000 residents in 26 communities. We know that higher education is directly
linked to quality of life and economic vitality. We have helped generations of families achieve
their educational and career goals since 1967.

This multi-campus district is comprised of Saddleback College in the City of Mission Viejo (1967),
Irvine Valley College in the city of Irvine (1985) and Advanced Technology Education Park (2007)
in the city of Tustin.

The District is governed by a seven-member elected Board of Trustees and the District's chief
executive officer is the Chancellor.

District Services provides centralized administrative services to our three campuses including:
Chancellor and Trustee Services, Business Services, Technology and Learning Services, and
Human Resources. These departments provide accounting, benefits, facilities planning, fiscal
services, human resources, information technology, institutional research and planning, payroll,
public affairs, procurement, contracting, risk management, and warehouse/mailroom services to
our district.

The District continually assesses the effectiveness of its services through district-wide surveys,
shared governance committees and task forces that are established to accomplish specific
projects. Strategic planning is an essential tool for guiding our direction and assuring compliance
with accreditation standards.

PROGRAM OVERVIEW

This Request for Qualifications and Proposals (RFQ&P) is to identify a qualified firm for
development of the District-wide Facilities Master Plan (FMP), which shall be driven by the
District-wide Education Master and Strategic Plan (EMSP). The selected Firm will be required to
produce written, graphic, and digital documentation of the Facilities Master Plan detailing
anticipated work for the next twenty five years, including capital plans to align with the projected
student enrollment developed in the 2019 EMSP.

The District is requesting qualification statements and proposals from qualified firms with proven
facilities master planning experience. The selected firm will work with the steering committee,
take an active leadership role in the entire process, present to the Board of Trustees, and prepare
final documents. These documents will include at a minimum:

The South Orange County Community College District (District) is seeking to retain a qualified
firm to provide Facilities Master Plan Development Services. The District plans to select a firm
with specific experience with California Community Colleges. The entirety of this RFQ&P sets
forth the District’s requirements in detail.

This RFQ&P does not constitute a commitment by the District to award a contract. The District
reserves the right to waive any irregularities and/or informalities and to reject any or all proposals
and/or to cancel the RFQ&P. The District expressly reserves the right to postpone the proposal
opening date for its own convenience. The award shall be made on the proposal that serves the
best interest of the District and will not be evaluated solely on a monetary basis; however,
proposers are encouraged to submit their best prices in their proposals. Award will be based on
proposer’s qualification and best fit as deemed by the District. No contract award shall exist until
executed and approved by the District’'s Governing Board.

MODIFICATIONS TO PROPOSALS

The proposal may be modified after its submission by written notice to the District of withdrawal
and resubmission before the date and time specified for receipt of proposals. Modification will
not be considered if offered in any other manner. No modifications will be allowed after the
RFQ&P due date and time has passed.

PROPRIETARY INFORMATION

ORDINANCES, LAWS AND REGULATIONS

The Proposer shall comply with all ordinances, laws, and regulations pertaining to the operation
contemplated hereby, including, but not limited to, the California Workers' Compensation Act,
the Federal Equal Employment Opportunities Act, and the Americans with Disabilities Act.

Any and all costs associated with the preparation of responses to this RFQ&P, including site visits,
oral presentations and any other costs shall be entirely the responsibility of the Proposer and
shall not be reimbursable in any manner by the District.

COMPLETION OF PROPOSALS

Proposals shall be completed in all respects as required by the instructions herein. A proposal
may be rejected if it is conditional or incomplete, or if it contains alterations of form or other
irregularities of any kind. A proposal will be rejected if, in the opinion of the District, the
information contained therein was intended to erroneously and fallaciously mislead the District
in the evaluation of the proposal. Proposers are required to follow and adhere to the format as
prescribed in this RFQ&P.

EXAMINATION OF CONTRACT DOCUMENTS

Proposers shall thoroughly examine the contents of this RFQ&P. The failure or omission of any
Proposer to receive or examine any contract document, form, instrument, addendum, or other
document shall in no way relieve the firm from obligations with respect to this RFQ&P or to the
contract to be awarded. The submission of a proposal shall be taken as prima facie evidence of
compliance with this section.

If any ambiguity, conflict, discrepancy, omission or other errors in the RFQ&P is discovered, then

ERROR IN PROPOSAL

Proposer shall be bound by the terms and conditions of the proposal. However, if material errors
are found in a proposal, the District may notify the Proposer that the submitted proposal requires
correction of the errors. The District reserves the right to request additional information and/or
clarification to allow corrections of errors or omissions.

INTERVIEWS

The District intends to interview firms and has tentatively scheduled interviews on Wednesday,
July 24, 2019 at the District offices. Oral presentations will be evaluated and may be subjected to
the selection criteria. The District requires the mandatory presence of the designated
representatives identified in the proposals as being the ones who will be assigned to the District
be present and prepared to respond to District inquiries. The decision to hold interviews and the
scope or any limitations thereof shall be at the discretion of the District.

AWARD WITHOUT DISCUSSION

The District reserves the right to make an award without further discussion of the proposals
received. Therefore, it is critical that all proposals submitted shall be in the most favorable terms
possible, both economically and technically.

CONTRACT COMMENCEMENT/TERM

It is the intent of the District to commence the resulting contract as soon as possible.
Performance period for this contract is anticipated to be from August 27, 2019 through
December 31, 2020. Proposer is responsible to determine necessary number of hours to
complete the work. Any services provided beyond the negotiated contract time and that were
not caused by the District will be provided at no additional cost to the District. After award,
contract is subject to cancellation with 30-days written notice by either party.

INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR STATUS

It is expressly understood that the firm named in any contract entered into by the District is acting
as an “independent contractor” and not as an agent or employee of the District.

SOCCCD MODIFICATIONS TO PROPOSALS

Any interpretation, correction, or change of this RFQ&P will be made by written Addendum.
Interpretations, corrections, or changes of this RFQ&P made in any other manner will not be
binding, and Proposers shall not rely upon such interpretations, corrections, and changes. Any
changes or corrections will be issued by the District. All Addenda issued to this RFQ&P will be
posted to the District web site at www.socccd.edu on the bids link. Addenda will also be e-mailed
to all that are known to have received a copy of the RFQ&P. Since failure to acknowledge any
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Addendum(s) may be cause for rejection, Proposers must complete and return Proposal Form
G (Addenda Acknowledgement) with the proposal.

NEGOTIATION

District reserves the right to negotiate the final pricing and all other terms and conditions before
award of contract.

AWARD OF CONTRACT

It is anticipated that a contract will be awarded by the Board of Trustees at a regularly scheduled
meeting on August 26, 2019. The award will be made to the responsive and responsible firm
judged to offer the most advantages and deemed the best fit for the District. At the time of the
formal award, the apparent successful firm shall have agreed to contract terms representing the
understandings between the parties as to terms and conditions which will govern the relationship
of District and Proposer and the obligation of each party for performance of the Agreement.

FINAL CONTRACT
The following documents are considered part of the final Agreement, in order of precedence:

A. The final Agreement between the District and the Proposer;
B. This RFQ&P as originally released, with Appendices and any addenda released prior to

proposal opening.
C. The Proposer’s proposal in total, including all addenda and attachments;

All of the above documents are intended to cooperate and be complementary; provided further,
however, that in the event of a conflict between the final Agreement and the provisions set forth
in the above referenced documents and/or any other attachments or exhibits thereto (referred
to as “referenced documents” for the purposes of this section), the Agreement shall control,
unless the provisions set forth in any of the above “referenced documents” to this Agreement
provide the District with greater benefits or more expansive services in which case such
provisions set forth in any “referenced documents” shall compliment the terms of the
Agreement. The intention of the documents is to include all labor, materials, equipment and
transportation necessary for the proper delivery of all services called for in any contract which
may arise as a result of this RFQ&P.

No official of the District who is authorized in such capacity and on behalf of the District to take
part in negotiations or to make, accept or approve this contract, shall have direct or indirect
financial interest in the award or any part thereof. Proposer shall receive no compensation
hereunder should bidder aid, abet or knowingly participate in violation of this article or breach
or violation of this article, the District shall have the right to terminate the contract either in part
or in whole and any loss or damage sustained by the District in procuring the services on the open
market which the Proposer agreed to perform, shall be borne and paid for by the Proposer.

QUALITY OF WORK

The Proposer shall be responsible for the performance of all work as specified herein and shall
guarantee that work will meet or exceed the specifications as set forth herein. If it is determined
by the District that such services and/or materials do not meet requirements of the District, the
Proposer shall be required to correct the same at their own expense.

QUALITY OF PERSONNEL ASSIGNED TO THE WORK

The Proposer shall not employ on this account any unfit person or anyone not skilled in the work
assigned to her/him and shall devote only its best qualified personnel to work under this contract.
Should the District deem anyone employed under any contract which may arise as a result of this
RFQ&P to be incompetent or unfit to perform their duties and so inform the Proposer, the
Proposer shall immediately remove such person from this work and such individual shall not
again, without prior written permission of the District, be assigned to work under this contract.

PROPOSER CONDUCT

During the RFQ&P window (from release of this RFQ&P to final award), proposer is not permitted
to contact any District employees or members of the Board of Trustees unless at the request of
the District's designated contact person (Priya Jerome, Executive Director of Procurement,
Central Services & Risk Management) or to fulfill pre-existing contractual obligations. No
gratuities of any kind will be accepted, including meals, gifts, or trips. Violation of these
conditions may constitute immediate disqualification.

Proposer hereby warrants that the Work to be provided under this Agreement complies with the

The proposals shall be primarily evaluated based upon qualifications of the firm and personnel,
innovativeness, demonstrated knowledge and experience with California community colleges,
and estimated fees.

Selection Process

All proposals will be examined for merit and ranked by a screening committee according to
quality and responsiveness. The top proposals will be placed on a short list of finalists and may
be called for interviews.

Team members giving the presentation shall consist of those who will actually direct, execute,
and complete the project. The firm or firms selected as first choice will be notified and asked to
negotiate final terms of the contract. Contracts will be forwarded to the Board of Trustees for
approval and authorization to proceed.

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4. SCOPE OF SERVICES

The District is seeking a qualified Firm to develop the District-wide FMP for the period of 2020-
2045. The FMP will establish the short and long-term facilities needs for the District based upon
the 2019 EMSP. The primary objectives are to determine current and future space needs, identify
the improvements (buildings/ facilities/ infrastructure, etc.) required, establish project priorities,
formulate project costs and recommend a resource allocation plan.

Facilities Master Plan Goals:

1. Based on the District’s 2019 EMSP and other District-wide initiatives, create a FMP to
support and enhance the District’s academic goals, other goals, and the District’s
programs.

2. Complete a review of existing facilities assessments and identify deficiencies, including
program and service areas, circulation, utility and infrastructure systems,
telecommunications, and health and safety conditions.

3. Identify needs to add, renovate or repurpose facilities to accomplish District educational
initiatives. Evaluate future enrollment needs and project associated facilities’ needs.

4. Identify projects’ scope and costs. Facilitate an evaluation of the benefits related to a
broad array of options to meet current and projected facility needs.

5. Develop a Facilities Improvement Project List to support projected Basic Aid funding.

6. Recommend options, all of which result in an alighnment between the long-range facilities
improvements and the capital investments to support the current and future educational
programs.

7. Develop an implementation plan to fulfill the identified needs, coordinating the scope of
work with funding resources in fiscal year intervals and create a 25-year planning
schedule for work District-wide (See Appendix G Sample Implementation Plan).

The Proposer will assist the District beginning with the planning process through to the District’s
Board of Trustees acceptance of the plan.

The
Implementation Plan will coordinate all FMP projects with funding resources using fiscal
year intervals.
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1 Ensure apportionment of each project’s funding in alignment with the state chancellor’s
office capital outlay funding releases.

9 Provide a separate binder/electronic file including all backup documentation developed
during the FMP process.

9 Assign a team of individuals to the project who must minimally possess:
0 Familiarity with facility program planning in the California Community Colleges,

0 Technical planning expertise in educational facilities, and landscape
planning/design, including capability for long-range planning/design and
infrastructure planning/engineering/design.

9 Proposals should include a recommended approach to the planning process to obtain the
outcomes that are described within this RFQ&P.

WHEREAS, District is authorized by Section 53060 (see Appendix 14) of the California Government Code to
contract with and employ any persons for the furnishing of special services and advice in financial, economic,
accounting, engineering, legal or administrative matters, if such persons are specially trained and experienced and
competent to perform the special services required; and

WHEREAS, District is in need of such special services and advice; and

WHEREAS, Consultant is specially trained and experienced and competent to perform the special services
required by the District, and such services are needed on a limited basis;

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of these mutual promises, the Parties agree as follows:
1. Scope of Service. Consultant's services will be performed, findings obtained, reports and recommendations

prepared in accordance with generally and currently accepted principles and practices of his/her profession. Services
to be provided by Consultant “Work”):

The District’s prior written authorization is an express condition precedent to any reimbursement to
the Consultant of such costs and expenses, and no claim for any additional compensation or reimbursement
shall be valid absent such prior written approval by the District and calculated in accordance with the rates set
forth. The Consultant’'s mileage and travel time shall not be considered as an allowable reimbursable expense.
The descriptive categories of expenses that may be considered for reimbursement are as follows, and any
other reimbursable expenses must be approved in writing by the District:

i. Approved reproduction of reports and/or other documents in excess of the copies required by this
Agreement;

ii. Fees advanced for securing approval of authorities in connection with the Services rendered
pursuant to this Agreement;

iii. Cost of UPS, Federal Express, and other deliverables; and

iv. Cost of Subconsultants hired by Consultant with prior written approval of District.

D. Method and Schedule of Payment. District shall pay to Consultant the Contract Amount pursuant to invoice
from Consultant in accordance with this Agreement.
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Invoice. Upon satisfactory completion and acceptance of work, Consultant shall submit to District detailed
billing information regarding the Work provided for the billing period, not more than once per month, and, if
applicable, District-authorized Expenses incurred during the billing period to AccountsPayable@socccd.edu
or mail to South Orange County Community College District, 28000 Marguerite Parkway, Mission Viejo, CA
92692, Attn: Accounts Payable. All District-authorized Expenses shall be documented with original receipts
and shall be pre-approved in writing by District, unless such expenses are specifically authorized by this
Agreement. Invoices shall include the invoice date, date(s) of service(s), District's Purchase Order number,
and Consultant’'s Taxpayer Identification Number. Invoices shall be paid on a “net 30-day basis” for Work
satisfactorily rendered (as determined by the District) pursuant to this Agreement. An invoice cannot be paid
unless this Agreement has been signed by Consultant and has been properly executed by District, and
Consultant has submitted a completed Vendor Form/Substitute Form W-9 to District’'s Contract and
Procurement Services Department. To ensure prompt and accurate payment, all invoices related to this
agreement shall reference the following Agreement Number: [[ Contract Number ]].

2. California State Tax Withholding for Nonresidents of California. It is mutually understood that if Consultant is a
Nonresident of California, which may include California Nonresidents, corporations, limited liability companies,
non-profits, and partnerships that do not have a permanent place of business in the State of California, the District
is obligated to abide by California Franchise Tax Board (FTB) withholding requirements. The District is required to
withhold from all payments or distributions of California source income made to a Nonresident when payments or
distributions are greater than One Thousand Five Hundred Dollars ($1,500) for the calendar year unless the District
receives authorization for a waiver or a reduced withholding rate from the Franchise Tax Board. As of January 1,
2008, the standard withholding amount for all payments to Nonresident California Consultants is Seven Percent
(7%). District will deduct the amount ordered by the State of California from the payment hereunder and will pay
such amount directly to the Consultant's California State Income Tax Account, settlement of which must be made
by Consultant directly with the State of California through Withholding Coordinator, Franchise Tax Board, PO Box

appropriate form shall be the obligation of the Nonresident Consultant and Consultant shall defend, indemnify and
hold harmless the District against any loss, expense, or liability arising out of Consultant’s acts or omissions with
respect to this nonresident requirement. Consultant shall provide all necessary documentation and information to
help District comply with all tax requirements related to California nonresidents.

3. Trademark/Logo Use. Consultant must obtain written approval from District's Public and Government Affairs,
Public Information Office (“P1O”) to use the District's name and/or logos in any advertisements, promotions, press
releases or other media. In the event such permission is extended, PIO will furnish Consultant with camera-ready
artwork for such use. District, at its sole discretion, may limit or otherwise place conditions on Consultant’s use of
District’'s name, and/or logos in which case such limitations shall be incorporated into this Agreement. Consultant
shall not revise, change, or otherwise alter any material related to District's name and/or logo without written
consent from District.

4. Independent Consultant. Consultant, in the performance of this Agreement, shall be and act as an independent
Consultant and not an employee of District. Consultant, understands and agrees that he/she and all of his/her
employees shall not be considered officers, employees or agents of the District, and are not entitled to benefits of
any kind or nature normally provided employees of the District and/or to which District's employees are normally
entitled, including, but not limited to, State Unemployment Compensation or Worker's Compensation. Consultant
assumes the full responsibility his/her acts and/or liabilities including those of his/her employees or agents as they
relate to the Work to be provided under this Agreement. Consultant shall assume full responsibility for withholding
and payment of all: federal, state, local and applicable income taxes; workers’ compensation; contributions,
including but not limited to, unemployment insurance and social security with respect to Consultant and
Consultant’'s employees. Consultant should be aware the IRS regulations require District to report total income
exceeding six hundred dollars ($600) under this and any additional Agreements in any given year. The District will
not withhold taxes, unemployment insurance or social security for Consultant or Consultant's employees or
independent subconsultants. Consultant agrees to indemnify and hold District harmless from and against any and
all liability arising from any failure or alleged failure of Consultant to withhold or pay any applicable tax,
unemployment insurance or social security when due or any failure or alleged failure to comply with any applicable
regulation applicable to Consultant's employees.

5. Use of Subconsultants. Consultant must obtain District’s prior written approval to use any subconsultants while
performing any portion of this Agreement and such approval may be conditioned on approval of the subcontract
between Consultant and subconsultant. Such approval must include approval of the proposed subconsultant and
the terms of compensation. District retains the right to obtain copies of subconsultant insurance coverage at any

time. Nothing in this Section shall be interpreted as creating a contractual relationship between District and any
approved subconsultant. Notwithstanding District’'s approval of any subconsultant’s contract, Consultant shall
remain solely responsible for any harm, damage, or claim arising from any subconsultant’s acts or omissions as
set forth in Section 13.

Materials and Expenses. Consultant shall furnish, at his/her own expense, all labor, materials, equipment, supplies
and other items necessary to complete the Work to be provided pursuant to this Agreement. District shall not be
liable to Consultant for any costs or expenses paid or incurred by Consultant in performing Work for District.

Policies & Procedures and Rules & Requlations. Consultant will comply with District’s policies, procedures, rules
and regulations and applicable laws.

Originality of Services.

A. Matters Produced Under this Agreement. Consultant understands and agrees that all matters produced under
this Agreement shall become the property of District and cannot be used without District's express written
permission. District shall have all right, title and interest in said matters, including the right to secure and
maintain the copyright, trademark and/or patent of said matter in the name of the District. Consultant consents
to use of Consultant's name in conjunction with the sale, use, performance and distribution of the matters, for
any purpose and in any medium.

Consultant Use of Other Copyright/Trademark/Patent Materials. Consultant is responsible for arranging and
paying for all rights and copyrights necessary and for all costs arising from the use of any material covered by
copyright, patent, trademark or franchise. Consultant agrees to indemnify, defend and hold harmless the
District from any claims or costs, including legal fees, which might arise from questionable use of any such
material. The District reserves the right to require verification.

Termination. Either Party may, at any time, with or without cause, terminate this Agreement by providing at least
thirty (30) days written notice to the other Party prior to the requested termination date. In such case, District shall
compensate Consultant only for Work satisfactorily rendered to the date of termination. If District terminates for
cause, it shall be entitled to compensation from Consultant for all costs associated with addressing and rectifying
Consultant's noncompliance with this Agreement. Written notice by District shall be sufficient to stop further
performance of Work by Consultant. In such case, notice shall be deemed given when received by the Consultant
or no later than three (3) days after the day of mailing, whichever is sooner.

Representations and Warranties. Consultant makes the following certifications, representations, and warranties
for the benefit of the District and Consultant acknowledges and agrees that the District, in deciding to engage
Consultant pursuant to this Agreement, is relying upon the truth and validity of the following certifications,
representations and warranties and their effectiveness throughout the term of this Agreement and the
course of Consultant’'s engagement hereunder:

Consultant is qualified in all respects to provide to the District all of the Services contemplated by this Agreement
and, to the extent required by any applicable laws, Consultant has all such licenses and/or governmental approvals
as would be required to carry out and perform, for the benefit of the District, such Services as are called for
hereunder.

Consultant, in providing the Services and in otherwise carrying out its obligations to the District under this
Agreement, shall, at all times, comply with all applicable federal, state, and local laws, rules, regulations, and
ordinances, including workers’ compensation and equal protection and non-discrimination laws. Consultant shall
be liable for all violations of such laws and regulations in connection with Services.

Standard of Care. The Consultant will perform its Services hereunder in a professional manner, using the degree
of care and skill ordinarily exercised by, and consistent with, the current professional practices and standards of a
professional practicing in California. The Consultant will furnish, at its expense, those Services that are set forth in
this Agreement and represents that the Services set forth in said EXHIBIT are within the technical and professional
areas of expertise of the Consultant or any sub-Consultant the Consultant has engaged or will engage to perform
the Service(s). The District shall request in writing if the District desires the Consultant to provide Services in
addition to, or different from, the Services described. The Consultant shall advise the District in writing of any
Services that, in the Consultant’s opinion, lie outside of the technical and professional expertise of the Consultant.
Employees. Consultant warrants that all of Consultant's employees and Subconsultants shall have sufficient skill

In the event any
article sold and delivered hereunder is covered by any patent, copyright, or application thereof, Consultant shall
hold harmless and indemnify South Orange County Community College District from any and all losses, costs or
expenses resulting from claims, suits or judgments rendered for violation of rights under such patents, copyright,
or application. This hold harmless and indemnification includes, but is not limited to, compensatory damages,
regulatory fines and penalties, and extra-contractual liability. In no event shall the District be liable for any loss of
Consultant’s business, revenues or profits, or special, consequential, incidental, indirect or punitive damages of
any nature, even if the District has been advised in advance of the possibility of such damages.

The parties understand and agree that the above shall be the sole indemnity provision governing this agreement.

Coverage limits under the Workers’ Compensation Insurance shall be in accordance with legal
requirements; coverage limits under the Employers Liability insurance shall be not less than ONE MILLION
DOLLARS ($1,000,000).

B. Commercial General Liability insurance with a limit of not less than one million dollars ($1,000,000) per
occurrence and two million dollars ($2,000,000) general aggregate including coverage for the following:

i. Blanket Contractual

ii. Broad Form Property Damage
iii. Products & Completed Operations
iv. Personal Injury

C. Automobile Liability insurance with combined single limits of not less than one million dollars ($1,000,000.00)
per occurrence for “Any Auto”.

D. Professional liability insurance, including contractual liability, with limits of TWO MILLION DOLLARS
($2,000,000.00) per claim. Such insurance shall be maintained during the Term of this AGREEMENT and
renewed for a period of at least five (5) years thereafter and/or at rates consistent with the time of execution
of this AGREEMENT adjusted for inflation. In the event that Consultant retains a Sub-Consultant to complete
any portion of Consultant’s duties, Consultant shall require any such Sub-Consultant to purchase and maintain
insurance coverage as provided in this Section.

E. Failure of the Consultant to maintain policies of insurance in the minimum coverage limits set forth herein is a
material breach of this AGREEMENT and grounds for immediate termination.

F. The Consultant and its Subcontractors shall, at all times during the Work, maintain the policies of insurance
in the minimum coverage amounts set forth in the Agreement. The Consultant's Commercial General Liability
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insurance and Automobile Liability Insurance shall name the District as an Additional Insured. All policies of
insurance shall include provisions that the policy of insurance will not be materially modified, cancelled, or
allowed to expire without at least thirty (30) days advance notice to the District. Prior to commencing the
Work, the Consultant shall deliver Certificates of Insurance for the Consultant and its Subcontractors
evidencing the required insurance coverages, in the minimum coverage limits required by the Agreement and
the District as the Certificate Holder, along with all required endorsements. Policies of insurance required of
the Consultant and Subconsultants is primary; policies of insurance maintained by the District are excess and
non-contributory to that of the Consultant’'s/Subconsultant’s policies of insurance.

G. Allinsurance coverage amounts specified hereinabove shall cover only risks relating to, or arising out of, the
services governed by this particular Agreement. The insurance and required amounts of insurance specified
above shall not be reduced or encumbered on account of any other services of the Consultant.

Transportation. Consultant hereby acknowledges and understands that it is his/her responsibility to arrange for
transportation to provide all Work necessary and/or required by this Agreement and is solely responsible for all
associated costs. The District is in no way responsible for, nor does District assume any liability for, any injury or
loss which may result from Consultant’s transportation for which the Consultant shall indemnify the District in
accordance with Section 13 above.

Assignment. The obligations of the Consultant pursuant to this Agreement shall not be assigned by the Consultant
without the express, written approval of the District.

Compliance with Applicable Laws. The Work completed herein must meet the approval of the District and shall be
subject to the District’s general right of inspection to secure the satisfactory completion thereof. Consultant agrees
to comply with all federal, state and local laws, rules, regulations and ordinances that are now or may in the future
become applicable to Consultant, Consultant's business, equipment and personnel engaged in operations covered
by this Agreement or accruing out of the performance of such operations (“Rules”). If District disapproves of any
service provided by Consultant, or if Consultant fails to comply with any applicable Rule, Consultant shall address
the issue immediately at no additional cost to District.

Permits/Licenses. Consultant and all Consultant’s employees or agents shall secure and maintain in force such
permits and licenses as are required by law in connection with the furnishing of Work pursuant to this Agreement.

Professional Practices. All Work provided pursuant to this Agreement shall be provide in a manner consistent with
the standards of care, diligence and skill ordinarily exercised by professionals in similar fields and circumstances
in accordance with sound professional practices.

Confidentiality. Subject to any state or federal laws requiring disclosure (e.g., the California Public Records Act),
the Parties agree, during the term of this Agreement and for five (5) years after termination or expiration of
Agreement, to hold each other's proprietary or confidential information in strict confidence, except for any
information protected under confidentiality laws which shall be held in such confidence in perpetuity. Parties agree
not to provide each other’s proprietary or confidential information in any form to any third party or to use each
other’s proprietary or confidential information for any purpose other than the implementation of, and as specified
in, this Agreement. Each Party agrees to take all reasonable steps to ensure that proprietary or confidential
information of either Party is not disclosed or distributed by its employees, agents or consultants in violation of the
provisions of this Agreement.

Employment with Public Agency. Consultant, if an employee of another public agency, agrees that Consultant will
not receive salary or remuneration, other than vacation pay, as an employee of another public agency for the actual
time in which Work is actually being performed pursuant to this Agreement.

Entire Agreement/Amendment. The Agreement documents consist of this Agreement, any exhibits attached to or
referenced herein, and all amendments and/or modifications issued in writing, duly approved or ratified by District's
Board of Trustees, and executed by the Parties shall be interpreted in the benefit of the District. Conflicting
provisions hereof, if any, shall prevail in the following descending order of precedence: (a) provisions set forth in
this Agreement, (b) provisions set forth in any referenced attachments or exhibits to this Agreement attached or
incorporated herein by reference. However, the Parties understand and agree that the service specified in the
Agreement and any provisions set forth in any referenced attachments or exhibits to this Agreement is intended
to cooperate and be complementary; provided further, however, that in the event of a conflict between the
Agreement and the provisions set forth in any referenced attachments or exhibits , the Agreement shall control,
unless the provisions set forth in any referenced attachments or exhibits to this Agreement provides the District
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with greater benefits or more expansive services in which case the provisions set forth in any referenced
attachments or exhibits to this Agreement shall compliment the terms of this Agreement.

Non-Discrimination.  Consultant shall not discriminate against any individual with respect to his or her
